Organizations may hold more than one activity, subject to their capacity and interest.
While planning sessions, avoid long lecture-based formats, overly technical discussions without context, or standalone tool promotions without addressing ethical considerations.

The objective is to create public awareness, confidence, and readiness for AI while projecting a cohesive national and provincial narrative that Pakistan and Sindh is proactively preparing for the AI era.
